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HURRY UP GOD!
Psalms 70
{To the chief Musician, [A Psalm] of David, to bring to remembrance.}

Psalms 70:1 KJV "[Make haste], O God, to deliver me; make haste to help me, O LORD."
Psalms 70:1 Message Bible “God! Please hurry to my rescue! God, come quickly to my side!”
We see David in a state of urgency with his prayer. Many times, we feel that God has not heard our prayer, because we are not immediately answered. But there are urgent times when we need God’s immediate attention.
Psalm 38:22 (KJV) 
22  Make haste to help me, O Lord my salvation. 

Psalm 40:13 (KJV) 
13  Be pleased, O LORD, to deliver me: O LORD, make haste to help me. 

Psalm 71:12 (KJV) 
12  O God, be not far from me: O my God, make haste for my help. 

Psalm 141:1 (KJV) 
1 LORD, I cry unto thee: make haste unto me; give ear unto my voice, when I cry unto thee. 

John 11:40-44 (KJV) 
40  Jesus saith unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou wouldest believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God? 
41  Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up his eyes, and said, Father, I thank thee that thou hast heard me. 
42  And I knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent me. 
43  And when he thus had spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. 
44  And he that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and his face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go.

Psalms 70:2 "Let them be ashamed and confounded that seek after my soul: let them be turned backward, and put to confusion, that desire my hurt."

David is asking the Lord to make the people, who are trying to destroy him, ashamed. This is as if David is saying, I can't show them, but you show them for me. Lord, make them ashamed of themselves for attacking one of yours.

Psalms 70:3 "Let them be turned back for a reward of their shame that say, Aha, aha."

Their reward on judgment day will be, everlasting punishment. The expression {aha, aha} is used by the devils followers. This just shows who they really are.

Psalms 70:4 "Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee: and let such as love thy salvation say continually, Let God be magnified."

Those that seek God, find Him. We said it before and it bears repeating, again. Those who have found the Lord have much to be joyful about. They are the redeemed, and they should say so. The praise of the Lord should never cease from the lips of the redeemed. God should be magnified, not only with our lips, but by the lives we live, as well.
2 Chronicles 15:2 (KJV) 
2  And he went out to meet Asa, and said unto him, Hear ye me, Asa, and all Judah and Benjamin; The LORD is with you, while ye be with him; and if ye seek him, he will be found of you; but if ye forsake him, he will forsake you. 

Psalm 40:14 (KJV) 
14  Let them be ashamed and confounded together that seek after my soul to destroy it; let them be driven backward and put to shame that wish me evil. 

Proverbs 1:28 (KJV) 
28  Then shall they call upon me, but I will not answer; they shall seek me early, but they shall not find me: 

Proverbs 8:17 (KJV) 
17  I love them that love me; and those that seek me early shall find me. 

Psalms 70:5 "But I [am] poor and needy: make haste unto me, O God: thou [art] my help and my deliverer; O LORD, make no tarrying."

Jehovah is the name of God here. Those who need and want God will be helped of God. The Lord came to help those who needed help, as we see in the following verse. 
Matthew 9:12 "But when Jesus heard [that], he said unto them, They that be whole need not a physician, but they that are sick."

Notice, the use of my in the 5th verse above. This shows that salvation, deliverance, and for that matter, all gifts from God are for the individual. It is a decision we must make one at a time, that we need and want God in our life.
Job 29:12 (KJV) 
12  Because I delivered the poor that cried, and the fatherless, and him that had none to help him. 
Psalm 34:6 (KJV) 
6  This poor man cried, and the LORD heard him, and saved him out of all his troubles. 

Luke 4:17-21 (KJV) 
17  And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, 
18  The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, 
19  To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 
20  And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him. 
21  And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.
